The state Annual Meeting will be Saturday at
the lunch intermission. Since this is an odd-
numbered year, we will elect a First Vice President
and a Secretary/Treasurer to two-year terms.
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The pre-state warm up tournament will be Friday,
August 23, sign up at 6:00 pm, pitching will start at
approximately 6:30 pm. Cost will be $5. No pre-
registration is necessary for the warm up
tournament.

The other big tournaments are the Winnemucca
(Nevada) Horseshoe Tour tournament on August
17%-18". This tournament has a great structure with
lots of prize money. This tournament has a unique
structure in that the better you pitch on Saturday
the higher you will be ranked on Sunday. Then the
higher your ranking, the more prize money you can
earn. The other big tournament is the Pacific
Northwest in  Kennewick, Washington on
September 14™"-15™, | enjoy this tournament as you
get to pitch with different players throughout the
northwest.
