2023 Idaho State Horseshoe Pitching Association Annual Meeting Minutes

The Idaho State Singles tournament and the ISHPA Annual Meeting were held at Ross Park in Pocatello on
August 26, 2023.

ISHPA President Brian Poole bypassed reciting the Pledge of Allegiance as we had said it earlier when
starting our tournament. Brian did have a moment of silence for all the pitchers who have passed away in the
past year.

Brian called the meeting to order at 12:50pm.

Tom Shawcroft moved to suspend the reading of last year's minutes. Mike Beall seconded the motion. Motion
passed

ISHPA Secretary/Treasurer Melanie Poole made a motion to approve the minutes from 2022, Evan Pickett
seconded it, and the motion.

Melanie Poole presented the 2023 Treasurer’s report. Her main concern was to make sure that all tournament
directors or anyone who makes a deposit, instead of sending it to her, to let Melanie know by text how to
distribute the funds deposited. (It helps if you let me know how many pitchers participated, any membership
dues, new pitchers, or how much to put in the prize fund, and how much to put in the trophy fund.) | had two
deposits during this last season that | wasn’t sure how to distribute the funds. | appreciate all of your hard
work in hosting tournaments. If you have any questions about what | am requesting, please let me know.
Nanette Spangler moved to approve the report, Jaimie Shawcroft seconded it, and the motion passed.

Reports from the Officers

Brian shared the NHPA Rules and Bylaws changes that were talked about at the World Tournament during
the delegate meeting.
e Purchase NHPA card from a different state or charter.
Medical exception to requalify for a different distance due to a medical or ability issue.
Non-members can be pacers in a league.
Provisional women 65 or older Standing Rule.
Sr Women allowed one step from 27-foot line, and we had a discussion about the ladies over 65 and
the step forward rule.

We also talked about the ability to play in a state tournament, if that charter allows them. For example,
someone who has an Idaho card could play in Arizona’s state tournament if their state bylaws allow it.

15t VP Nanette Spangler and 2" VP Mike Beall did not have anything to report.

Dave Spears gave his Regional Director Report. He announced that he completed re-sanctioning courts this
year. Not all the stakes had the correct 3” lean. He asked all the clubs to be aware of that issue. He also
reminded the Hall of Fame committee that we are accepting nominations to consider for next year. The
committee members are currently: Nannette Spangler, Melanie Poole, Dave Spears, Kay Keskinen, Doug
Palmer, and Gary Kollmann.

Brian made a motion to pay Kay $100 for being the newsletter editor and webmaster. Dave Spears seconded
the motion, and the motion passed.

Kay is requesting that if anyone is interested in taking over editing the newsletter, she will be willing to help
you. Her last newsletter will be the Fall issue of 2024, though she will continue as webmaster. Please contact
Brian, myself, or Kay if you are willing to edit the Four Dead newsletter.

New Business

Brian made a motion that if we have less than 30 participants that the State Singles tournament be held in
one day. Jamie Shawcroft seconded it. The Bylaws were looked at and there was a discussion held. Brian
withdrew his motion due to the discussion that the motion was not necessary. It will be up to the state officers
if the State Singles tournament will be played in one day or two.

Dave Spears made a motion to increase food money for State Singles lunch to $150. Brian amended the
motion to be $100-$150 given to the hosting club by invoice. Melanie Poole seconded the motion, and the
amended motion passed.



Dave Spears made a motion for the cost of State Tournaments to be $25.00 for doubles and singles. Mike
Beall seconded it. After discussion, the motion passed.

Brian Poole asked Mike Beall to host State Doubles in Hailey. Mike accepted. Jamie Shawcroft seconded it,
and the motion passed. The date will be determined by the host site.

The World Tournament location for 2024 will be in Kennewick, WA. from July 29-August 10. Everyone was
encouraged to make sure you qualify and try to go because it is so close!

Motion was made to modify the State Doubles percentage. Mike Beall seconded it. The combined pitchers
could not be more than 80% to reduce the spread. Motion failed.

It was discussed that in State Doubles we should enforce walking doubles. It was determined to be up to the
Tournament Directors. Then Evan Pickett brought it up that it is in the Idaho Bylaws so we need to follow our
Bylaws. Nanette Spangler wanted to add that it would be up to the Tournament Directors.

Election of Officers:

15t VP Nanette Spangler did not run again. Nominations were taken from the floor, and Evan Pickett accepted
his nomination. Evan Pickett was the only nominee. He will be the new 1st VP by acclamation.

Melanie Poole ran again for the Secretary/Treasurer. Dave Spears moved to close nominations and Rick
Sprague seconded it. Melanie will continue as the Secretary/Treasurer by Acclamation.

It was announced that the 2025 World Tournament will be held in Salt Lake City, UT.

Brian reported that at the last World Tournament there was a sportsmanship issue between two adult
members. Both of them were suspended under the sportsmanship rules.

Jamie Shawcroft moved to adjourn the state meeting, Nannette Spangler seconded. The meeting was
adjourned at 1:30pm.
